The cafe is open to everyone and located in the central courtyard of TouchBase. Yvonne, along with other deafblind
and disabled adults will be working in the cafe, offering refreshments and healthy food during the day.
A great place to meet with Friends, the cafe is the social hub of TouchBase.

Costs for the first year, including a cafe manager, are predicted to be £40,000.

Children and Family Services

TouchBase offers specialised services and support for disabled children
and families in a welcoming and accessible environment including;

| sensory stimulation, relaxation and communication areas
| children’s outdoor and indoor play areas

| toy library and accessible computer suite

| access to advice and support

| space for families and carers to meet

Including personal care, washing and kitchen areas
predicted costs are expected to be £22,500.

TouchBase hosts two music rooms with a recording studio, visual and performing arts spaces and services

including:

two large bright visual arts suites with facilities for textile and sculpture work
| drama and dance studio with hoist facilities for individual or group work
| woodcraft workshop
| exhibition and performance areas

Running costs for year one are predicted to be £24,000 plus staff costs.

Services for Adults

TouchBase is a focal point and base for disabled adults to use a
wide range of support services, both within the centre and in
the surrounding community. These flexible services include:
